Plans are coming together nicely for the Springwater Gala Community Day on Sunday, August 
14th.  Everyone is looking forward to a beautiful day for an Antique Automobile Show, an 
antique Tractor Pull, with music, food, and vendors at the Larry Canute Memorial Park in 
Springwater off School Street behind the American Legion Post 905.  Note that several yard 
sales will be advertised, among them the one at the Springwater Webster Crossing Historical 
Society on South Main Street and the other sponsored by the Springwater Republicans.  Be sure 
to stop by the Museum to see the historical exhibits.  If early morning breakfast is of interest, 
choose to attend the Legion sponsored one at the park, first thing.  Then there is the Chicken 
BBQ starting at Noon until gone sponsored by the Gala Committee and ice cream to top it off at 
the Webster’s Crossing United Methodist Church tent on the Park grounds.  
  
Update on FOODLINK (free food) distribution announced by Teresa Langhorn.  There is no 
distribution on June 28th or July 5th.  The dates for the next distribution are the first Tuesday of 
each month for the rest of 2022.  These are on Tuesdays, August 2, September 6, October 4, 
November 1, and December 6.  The start time is 3:30 PM at the Springwater Fire Department 
parking lot.  With school children out of school for the months of July and August, there is also a 
greater need for donations to the Springwater Food Pantry.  Contact person is Teresa (585-245-

The Spaghetti Dinner by donation at the Webster’s Crossing United Methodist Church on 
Thursday, June 23, 2022 was a success.  The next one will be on the 4th Thursday of July, on 
the 28th.  Choose to come for take out or eat in.  Ralph Hamilton will lead a Music Jam in the 
sanctuary and musicians are invited to come join in the music making. 
  
Note that Pheeber McGee’s Ice Cream Shop on South Main Street in Springwater, across from 
the Springwater Fire Hall, is open for the summer on Wednesdays through Sundays from 3 PM 
to 9 PM. 
  
The Town of Springwater Summer Recreation Program is scheduled for August 1 – 25 at the 
Larry Canute Memorial Park.

Do stop by the Springwater Farmer’s Market at the corner of 15A and Route 15 at the park at 
the blinking red light every Friday from 3 to 6 PM all summer long and into the fall.  You will 
find delicious vegetables, eggs, and other items.  Support local vendors and obtain fresh 
products. 
  
Seven Springwater Trails’ hikers enjoyed the Sunday, June 26 hike along the shore at the North 
end of Canandaigua Lake led by Dena.

1046.  Rueda de Casino is a group Salsa dance from Cuba. Think Square Dancing meets 
Salsa.  Couples are arranged in a circle (Rueda = wheel), dancing Cuban style Salsa (Casino), 
responding to a "caller" orchestrating the dance. The first 45 - 60 minutes is learning oriented, 
with frequent stops to learn the moves and to improve details.  The next 30 - 45 minutes is 
"flow" oriented; only stopping between each musical piece.  The last 30 minutes is for 
socializing.  A variety of Salsa, Bachata, and Merengue music is played for anyone's dancing 
pleasure.
