The LivCo Walls Mural Festival will welcome nine international artists to paint large-scale
murals in each of the nine villages of Livingston County. The nine villages of Livingston
County are: Avon, Caledonia, Dansville, Geneseo, Leicester, Lima, Livonia, Mount Morris and
Nunda. Each community has a charming downtown district where the mural will be located.
These Villages are pedestrian friendly and easy to navigate and each is lined with historic sites,
small shops, and eateries.
